·One of the most polluted rivers in UK in 1980õs

·Transformed over last 25 years

·But é The river remains fragile

·River not meeting standards under FFD

·Fish kill in July 2006





Background to the fish kill
·2nd July 2006

·Heavy rain over much of Sheffield

·River flows increase from 2 to 35 cumecs in an hour

·River temperatures of 20 ð23 °C

·Low Dissolved Oxygen ðbelow 2mg/l

·High ammonia and BOD ðover 20 mg/l
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Redmires Rainfall Data 2 July 2006
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Hadfields Flow Data 1 to 3 July 2006
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Fish kill ς2nd July 2006
