A To translate this vision into a set of policies,
priorities, programmes and spatial allocations
together with the resources to deliver them;

A To create a framework for investment _that
supports sustainable development;

A To coordinate and deliver the public sector
components of this vision with other agencies
and processes.

= forces driving human activities,
which increase or mitigate
pressures on the environment.

Responses

Responses by society to the
environmental situation (eg. cleaner
production, regulations).
